Call FP 7-REGIONS-2010-1 Transnational cooperation between regional research-driven clusters
Objective:
The "Regions of Knowledge" action supports the development, cooperation and integration of innovative and mature research-driven clusters in order to have more and better RTD investments at regional level and support European competitiveness worldwide. Research-driven clusters associate regional authorities, universities, research centres, enterprises and other stakeholders.
Activities:

· Analysis, development and implementation of research agendas

· Mentoring of regions with a less developed research profile by highly developed ones

· Initiatives to improve integration of research actors and institutions in regional economies

Topics:

In the 2010 call, proposals should support economic development, including through supporting the emergence of the e-health lead market as defined by the Lead Market Initiative
, by boosting the competitiveness of health-related economy.

RESEARCH FOR SMEs
Objective: 
'Research for SMEs' targets mainly low to medium technology SMEs with little or no research capability, but also research performing SMEs which need to complement their core research capability. These SMEs outsource research to research services providers (“RTD performers") such as universities, research centres or research performing SMEs. Other enterprises and end-users, which belong to the same value chains as the participating SMEs, can participate, if it is in the interest of the project. At least three independent SME participants, established in three different Member States (MS) or Associated countries (AC). At least two RTD performers independent from any other participant

Topics:
Research for SMEs is a bottom-up scheme: the projects may address any research topic across the entire field of science and technology
Activities:

· Research and technological development activities 

· Demonstration activities (e.g. testing of product-like prototypes). 

· Other activities, in particular training and dissemination:

· Management activities

RESEARCH POTENTIAL

Objective:

The action aims at strengthening the potential of research entities established in the Convergence and Outermost regions of the European Union (EU) that need new knowledge and support to realise their development. On the grounds of the past experience, the Research Potential action will focus on high quality research entities of significant scientific size
 to ensure the highest impact of the Community intervention. These research entities, public or private, should demonstrate a high quality of human, material and organisational capacity, allowing hosting several new experienced researchers and engineers from the country concerned and abroad. Their research potential increase will be realised in close cooperation with at least 3 European outstanding research ‘partnering organisations’ in the same S&T domain or in a complementary field.

Activities:

· Exchange of know-how and experience

· Recruitment by the selected research entities of experienced researchers

· Upgrading, development or acquisition of research equipment 
· Organisation of workshops and conferences

· Dissemination and promotional activities

· Evaluation facility (optional)

Science in Society

Objective: 

The objective of the programme is to stimulate the harmonious integration of scientific and technological endeavour and associated research policies into European society.
There will be 4 calls for proposals:

· FP7 SCIENCE IN SOCIETY–2010–1, 

· FP7-SCIENCE-IN-SOCIETY-2010-UNIVERSITIES, 

· FP7-SCIENCE-IN-SOCIETY-2010-NCP

· FP7-SCIENCE-IN-SOCIETY-2010-CAREERS

Topics:

· Pursuing broader public engagement in science and research, mobilising research organisations as well as citizens and other organisations. Greater importance is given in 2010 to the aim of addressing key SiS objectives by bringing together under each Mobilisation and Mutual Learning (MML) Action Plan a European consortium of different actors to cooperate on the basis of a common set of specific SiS actions over a period of four years. Partners could include research institutions, universities, Ministries, parliamentary offices for S&T, funding agencies, cities, civil society organisations, museums, science festivals and the media. 

· More focused work on ethics: research on the role of ethics under EU policy and law and at global level and investigation of ethics capacity building in research.

· Measuring and evaluating research quality
· Actions to engage and modernise universities.

· In science education; a focus on in-service teacher-training and on reinforcing links between science education and S&T careers in the private sector through reinforcing the industry/education partnership. 

· Under Gender and Research, a focus on implementing structural change in research organisations/universities, and on Euro-Mediterranean Cooperation. 

· Mobilising key actors on the relationship between science and the arts.

ICT – INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGIES
Objective: 
Improving the competitiveness of European industry and enabling Europe to master and shape future developments in ICT so that the demands of its society and economy are met. ICT is at the very core of the knowledge‑based society. Activities will continue to strengthen Europe's scientific and technology base and ensure its global leadership in ICT, help drive and stimulate product, service and process innovation and creativity through ICT use and value creation in Europe, and ensure that ICT progress is rapidly transformed into benefits for Europe's citizens, businesses, industry and governments. These activities will also help reduce the digital divide and social exclusion.
There will be three calls for proposals:

FOOD, AGRICULTURE AND FISHERIES, AND BIOTECHNOLOGY 
Objective:

Building a European Knowledge-Based Bio-Economy by bringing together science, industry and other stakeholders to seize new and emerging research opportunities that address social, environmental and economic challenges. 

There will be four calls for proposals:

1. KBBE 2010: general call for proposals FP7-KBBE-2010-4 

Topics:

· Primary agricultural - plant sciences (in particular, fruit trees, berries, biodiversity in wild crop relatives, integrated pest management and coordination in molecular plant sciences and plant health), soil and water management, animal health  and welfare  and livestock production. 

· For fisheries and aquaculture - new approaches to fisheries management, animal welfare and mollusc diseases in line with the Common Fisheries Policy (CFP) reform. 

· Food - eco-innovation in the food industry, in particular SMEs, and help to prevent diet-related diseases and disorders. Consumer research focuses on healthy diets and food-choice determinants. Research in the nutrition area to understanding the regulation of hunger/satiety and on age-related disorders. Food processing focuses on areas such as packaging, personalized nutrition and foods for specific population groups, while food quality and safety research addresses the fate of contaminants during processing and help keep Europe's alert to emerging risks in the food and feed sector. 

· Industrial biotechnologies in relation to 'greening' of the chemical industry Environmental biotechnology, in particular development of biotechnological solutions to environmental problems (e.g. soil and water remediation) and to unravelling the potential of microbial diversity by understanding molecular mechanisms in the environment. 
· Marine biotechnology for the exploitation of the rich marine and fresh water biodiversity especially in the development of new commodity products.

2. Coordinated call for Africa FP7-AFRICA-2010 

The aim of this Coordinated Call is to address some of the Science & Technology objectives of the "Africa - EU Strategic Partnership" putting emphasis on 'Water and Food Security' and “Better Health for Africa” .

3. Coordinated call for INFLUENZA  FP7-INFLUENZA-2010 

The aim of this Coordinated Call is to address research needs in human and animal influenza in view of the recent outbreak of a novel human influenza virus containing swine and avian gene sequences, and taking into account the existing portfolio of FP-funded influenza projects. 

Deadline: 29 October 2009
Budget: 18 million EUR

4. Joint call "The ocean of tomorrow" FP7-OCEAN-2010 

This call promotes integration of fisheries and aquaculture research into the broader context of an EU strategy for marine and maritime research.

Socio-economic sciences and humanities

Objective: 

The objective is to generate an in-depth, shared understanding of complex and interrelated socio-economic challenges Europe is confronted with, such as growth, employment and competitiveness, social cohesion, social, cultural and educational challenges in an enlarged European Union, sustainability, migration and integration, quality of life ,  global governance and interdependence, conflict resolution and new challenges for democracy in particular with the view of providing an improved knowledge base for policies in the fields concerned.

There will be 5 calls for proposal:

1. FP7-SSH-2010-1 Collaborative projects (large-scale integrating projects) with a minimum requested EC contribution of EUR 6,5 million and a minimum number of 7 partners from 7 different countries

2. FP7-SSH-2010-2 Collaborative projects (small or medium-scale focused research projects) and a BSG-CSO scheme (Research for the Benefit of Specific Groups - Civil Society Organisations) with a maximum requested EC contribution EUR 2,7 million.

3. FP7-SSH-2010-3 Collaborative projects (small or medium-scale focused research projects) for specific cooperation actions dedicated to international cooperation with a maximum requested EC contribution EUR 2,7 million.

4. FP7-SSH-2010-4 Coordination and support actions (supporting actions) and Coordination and Support Actions (coordinating actions). 

5. FP7-OCEAN-2010 is a joint call with the Environment, Energy, Transport and Food, Agriculture and Fisheries, and Biotechnology themes.
